There’s never a dull moment with the Jeep® brand, and 2019 is the year of an evolution that remains true to the values that have been at the heart of the brand for almost eighty years. Jeep has always been a pioneer of new segments and new technologies: its legend started in 1941 with the Willys-Overland, the first 4x4 vehicle, followed in 1946 by the Willys Wagon, which first introduced the concept of the Sport Utility Vehicle. Its supremacy in terms of off-road capability has never been challenged since. Comfort, handling and connectivity have been increased over time, in parallel with the all-terrain performance of Jeep SUVs. 
Today, the Jeep brand is taking another step forward, along a relentless pathway of electrification, which integrates with the unrivalled technical layout of every Jeep SUV, and makes Jeep Renegade a vehicle of absolute freedom, capable of taking its qualities to a higher level through one of the most advanced eco-friendly technologies. 
An unexpected storm, a heavy snowfall or more simply a bumpy road. Every day in our cars, we are called to take on the usual urban adventures that sometimes turn a normal commute into a challenging undertaking. Yet, it would suffice to rely on Jeep SUVs, the only vehicles capable of ensuring comfortable and safe journeys in all weathers all year round, on tarmac and on trails, in major cities and small towns, because they are equipped with the same technology developed in the most inaccessible and hostile locations.

To satisfy customers who want a Jeep SUV with even more efficiency and comfort, particularly for daily commutes, the brand is continuing to innovate the SUV category that it invented. Without foregoing the trademark off-road capabilities of the brand, today the Jeep line-up stands out on the market as one of the newest and most complete with five models representing the main segments of the category. The evolution is based on a no-compromise approach that is appreciated by customers across the EMEA Region, as confirmed by sales results. In the first quarter of 2019, the Jeep brand continued to grow totalling 45,900 new registrations in Europe (4,700 more than in the first quarter of 2018) and consolidating its market share. This means another year with double-digit growth (+11.4% year on year), exceeding the industry average in core markets, such as Germany and Spain. In addition, sales were up for nearly all Jeep brand models with particularly strong performances recorded by Jeep Cherokee and Jeep Wrangler. 
The fact that the Jeep brand is loved by women drivers is also to be noted. In fact, month after month, the brand records an increase in this category of customers, which today exceeds 20% of the total number of enthusiasts who choose a vehicle from the Jeep range. Proof that the values of the brand can win the favour of women, who see in Jeep a vehicle that mirrors their identity.
To present the entire line-up and the latest news, the American brand is hosting a dedicated event near the splendid setting of Lake Garda, Italy. The event will celebrate the unexpected side of Jeep SUVs: the one that delivers more comfort and performance capable of enhancing driving pleasure even in ordinary daily commutes. 

Compass, the most metropolitan of all the Jeep models, today also in the Trailhawk trim
The focus will also be on the Jeep Compass, the best-selling Jeep model in Europe with 20,600 units sold in the first quarter of this year (+11.5% compared to the first quarter of 2018). To continue being the leader, it has been made even more interesting by combining its trademark Jeep off-road capabilities and excellent driving dynamics to timeless design in the most authentic Jeep style and high-tech features. For instance, all versions are available with the new E6D-Temp type-approved diesel and petrol engines and are fully loaded with state-of-the-art infotainment systems, including the new 7-inch Radio with Apple Car Play/Android Auto offered as standard from the Longitude trim level up. One of the most significant news in the Compass range is the new Trailhawk, a trim dedicated to everyone who is tired of the urban jungle and wants to explore unspoilt nature. So, the most metropolitan of all Jeep models turns into a pure off-roader courtesy of its specific off-road driving equipment, including Jeep Active Drive Low 4x4 system, with a crawl ratio of 20:1 in the exclusive Selec-Terrain Rock mode. Powered by a 170-hp 2.0-litre MultiJet II engine and a nine-speed automatic transmission, the Compass Trailhawk features a rich standard equipment, including UconnectTM NAV 8.4" with Apple CarPlay and Android Auto. 

New Cherokee Trailhawk, the undisputed pioneer in the category 
With 45 years of history and four million vehicles sold worldwide, Jeep Cherokee is not only the most capable SUV in its category but also one of the more versatile mid-sized SUVs on the market. Today, it continues to be one of the most appreciated Jeep models by European customers. In the first quarter, its sales grew by approximately 33% compared to the first quarter of 2018. Merit for this goes to the significant revamp last year in terms of design, functionality, performance, connectivity, safety and driving assistance systems. One of the major developments was the recent debut at the Geneva Motor Show of the new 2.0-litre direct injection turbo petrol engine that ensures fuel efficiency and performance for everyday adventures, and is now available in Jeep showrooms across Europe. With power of 272 hp and torque of 400 Nm, the new engine completes the range of engines available in the European market. The 2.0-litre petrol is paired with a nine-speed automatic transmission and, according to the market, three different four-wheel drive systems: Jeep Active Drive I, Jeep Active Drive II and Jeep Active Drive Lock. The new 272-hp 2.0-litre engine also powers the unstoppable Trailhawk version which completes the trailblazing family of off-road-specialist versions delivering additional 4x4 prowess for customers who want the best in terms of all-terrain performance. The Trailhawk also sports the famous Trail Rated badge which is awarded only after passing a number of gruelling tests on some of the toughest terrain in the world.
Wrangler, the most capable ever
Kitted out with the most sophisticated off-road features, the iconic  Wrangler is the most capable ever also on everyday city streets courtesy of its improved comfort, connectivity and handling. In short, the model most suited to off-the-beaten path adventures is also a very handy vehicle in urban traffic, adding refined on-road dynamics in the day-by-day use. Beside a 2.2-litre diesel engine, it now features a new 2.0-litre inline four-cylinder turbo petrol engine particularly suited for city driving. This petrol engine guarantees smooth power delivery (270 hp at 5,250 rpm, torque of 400 Nm at 3,000 rpm) and it is equipped with engine Stop-Start (ESS) and an eight-speed automatic transmission. Furthermore, for the first time in its history, the new generation Wrangler features Forward Collision Warning and Adaptive Cruise Control, two safety systems which are very useful for day-by-day driving (both are offered as options). In the first quarter of this year, sales of Jeep Wrangler have more than doubled compared to the first quarter of 2018, after having already doubled in full-year 2018 in comparison to full-year 2017. This success is further confirmed by several international accolades awarded by European publications. 

2019 Jeep Renegade customised with Jeep® Authentic Accessories Powered by Mopar® 
On display at the international event is a new 2019 Renegade outfitted with a selection from the portfolio of more than 130 accessories developed by Mopar, the brand dedicated to aftermarket products and services for all vehicles of the FCA group. These allow several distinctive customisations of the new model in order to express its dual soul – the urban and off-road one. 
On the outside, the  Renegade sports a white livery embellished by an original camouflage decal on the bonnet,  and optional Satin Grey front grille and mirror caps that can be configured on the vehicle at the time of purchase thanks to the innovative Mopar Custom Shop.
The vehicle also features a Jeep® Performance Parts badge which identifies the accessories specially developed by Mopar to ensure maximum protection and best off-road performance, such as transmission skid plates, rock rails, rear splash guards and unique pedal kit. The customisation is further enhanced by side mouldings, 19-inch alloy wheels, rear scuff plate, front dam and interior bezels.

Refreshed in 2018, the 2019 Jeep Renegade features two most recent additions - the  new 1.3-litre Turbo T4 engine producing 180 hp paired with a nine-speed automatic transmission and four-wheel drive and the new S special edition model, which delivers a sporty, metropolitan appeal to the vehicle. Particularly worth mentioning on the new Renegade S are its exclusive Granite Crystal accents, dedicated 19-inch wheels, and "all black" interior with premium seats and steering wheel. Jeep Grand Cherokee, updated infotainment and powerful Trackhawk version
Grand Cherokee, the most awarded SUV ever, created the "Premium SUV" category 27 years ago and, with over 6.4 million units sold since its first introduction, it continues to be the benchmark in its category. What is its secret? During the years, it has been regularly enriched with new technological content and new features to improve its on-road driving dynamics and off-road capability and achieve unprecedented performance levels. This year marks the launch on the market of the 2019 Grand Cherokee range that offers updated interiors, a new infotainment system and new technological content to improve both comfort and safety. In addition, the range includes the Trackhawk trim, the most powerful mass-produced SUV in the world. Interesting fact: during the 2019 edition of the traditional "Speed Days on the Baikal Ice" festival, the Jeep Grand Cherokee Trackhawk set the SUV absolute speed record on ice. As certified by the Russian Automobile Federation (RAF), the car clocked an average speed of over 257 km/h on 1 km with running start and over 100 km/h from a standstill. The top speed achieved on the ice, according to GPS tracking devices, was 280 km/h.

Leasys, rental and mobility company of FCA Bank is always at Jeep brand’s side to offer its customers innovative, beneficial solutions. On this occasion, it is presenting Jeep Miles by Leasys. Inspired by the “Pay per Use” trend, today increasingly popular with consumers in various sectors, it offers subscribers the possibility to pay for their vehicle only when they are actually using it. Jeep Miles is a long-term rental requiring no down payment, that offers a convenient monthly fee, plus a variable cost calculated based on the kilometres actually travelled. The Mopar Connect T-Box, installed on board the vehicle, registers the mileage travelled by the customer. There are no mileage limits, for a real “Pay per Use” experience.
Jeep Miles will be available in selected European markets in 2019.
The fixed monthly fee will include the main mobility services, with different formulas. A variable component will then be added on, calculated by applying the rate per kilometre to the mileage actually travelled by the customer. The first 1,000 kilometres will be free of charge.
Jeep customers who, for example, only use the car in specific periods of the year, or are often abroad for work, will find Jeep Miles an ideal solution for their mobility requirements. It will also be suitable for those who mainly use their vehicle in the city, clocking up low annual mileages.

The Trailhawk trim proudly sports the famous "Trail Rated" badge which is awarded only to vehicles that are put through a series of gruelling tests designed to deliver unparalleled off-road performance on the world’s most demanding terrain. This important recognition comes courtesy of a specific standard equipment designed for customers who want the best in terms of off-road prowess.

The most significant features of the Compass Trailhawk include advanced Jeep Active Drive Low, the full-time 4x4 system that automatically comes into operation when all-wheel drive is needed to achieve a crawl ratio of 20:1. In particular, the system can send 100 percent of the available torque to any one wheel when needed. The Trailhawk also features Jeep Selec-Terrain, which provides up to five different modes (Auto, Snow, Sand and Mud modes, plus the exclusive-for-Trailhawk Rock mode) for the best four-wheel-drive performance on any terrain and in any weather condition. For even more extreme "Trail Rated" performance, the Compass Trailhawk Selec-Terrain selector includes Selec-Speed Control with Hill-Descent Control.

Benchmark off-road capabilities are also guaranteed by a disconnecting rear axle and power-transfer unit (PTU) specifically engineered to provide 4x4 models with enhanced fuel economy. In addition, Compass Trailhawk has increased ground clearance of almost 2.5 centimetres (taking it to a total of 21.6 centimetres), skid plates, rear tow hitch, 225/60 R17 All Season tyres, a Full-Size spare wheel and exclusive front and rear fascias that deliver 30-degree approach, 24.4-degree breakover and 33.6-degree departure angles. 

Jeep Compass Trailhawk is powered by the 2.0-litre MultiJet II engine delivering 170 horsepower and 380 Nm of torque in combination with a nine-speed automatic transmission. 

On the exterior, Trailhawk models sport standard 17-inch alloy wheels with All Season tyres, Bi-Xenon front headlights, LED signature headlamp bezels, a chrome exhaust tailpipe and a black hood decal on top of the specific off-road equipment. The same bold personality is found inside, where black techno-leather and fabric interiors are enhanced by red stitching and seats feature electric lumbar adjustment. 
The new Compass Trailhawk comes packed with a complete standard equipment, designed to create a comfortable and hyper-technological environment, with UconnectTM 8.4-inch NAV system featuring Apple CarPlay and Android AutoTM, 7-inch TFT colour instrument panel and Function pack (including electrochromatic rear-view mirror, electrically folding door mirrors, Smart Key, Start Button, 230V auxiliary power socket and alarm system). 

The introduction of the Trailhawk trim also marks the market launch of the 2019 Compass line-up featuring an array of product updates created to enhance the appeal of the Jeep compact SUV, that offers an unmatched combination of attributes, including legendary Jeep 4x4 off-road capability, contemporary and authentic Jeep design, excellent on-road driving dynamics and advanced user-friendly connectivity and safety technologies. Highlights  of the 2019 range are the new Sting Grey exterior paint colour and the new Euro 6D-Temp diesel and petrol engine line-up. Furthermore, all versions are fully loaded with state-of-the-art infotainment systems: the UconnectTM 7-inch radio with Apple CarPlay/Android AutoTM is now offered as standard from the Longitude trim upwards (together with the dual zone automatic air conditioning and the 17-inch alloy wheels),  while the UconnectTM 8.4-inch NAV radio with Apple CarPlay/Android AutoTM is available as an option on Longitude and is standard from the Limited trim level.

The 2019 Compass is available in four distinct trim levels – Sport, Longitude, Limited and Trailhawk – as well as two new special-edition models – the sporty and distinctive ‘S’ and the exclusive ‘Night Eagle’, making specifying the right equipment and look easier than ever.
But the possibility to customise and tailor the vehicle does not stop there. Customers can also choose from seven different powertrain combinations, including two petrol, two diesel engine options and two gearboxes - the nine-speed automatic and the six-speed manual. All Compass engines options have been updated to meet the Euro 6D-Temp standards.
The petrol line-up features the 1.4-litre MultiAir2 Turbo engine with Stop&Start delivering 140 horsepower at 5,000 rpm and 230 Nm of torque at 1,750 rpm in combination with the six-speed manual gearbox and 4x2 configuration, and the 1.4-litre MultiAir2 Turbo engine producing 170 horsepower at 5,500 rpm and torque of 250 Nm at 2,500 rpm, paired to the nine-speed automatic transmission and 4x4 configuration.
These are complemented by the diesel line-up, including the 1.6-litre MultiJet II with Stop&Start delivering 120 horsepower at 3,750 rpm and 320 Nm of torque at 1,750 rpm, paired to the six-speed manual gearbox and 4x2 configuration, and the 2.0-litre MultiJet II with Stop&Start delivering 140 horsepower at 4,000 rpm - when paired to the nine-speed automatic gearbox - and 140 horsepower at 3,750 rpm -with the six-speed manual transmission -, both produce 350 Nm of torque at 1,750 rpm and come with the 4x4 configuration.
A higher output version of the 2.0-litre MultiJet II with Stop&Start - delivering 170 horsepower and 380 Nm of torque at 1,750 rpm in combination with the nine-speed automatic transmission and 4x4 configuration (including the Trailhawk specific low range mode) - completes the diesel offer available on Compass.

A 2.4-litre Tigershark petrol engine with MultiAir2 delivering 184 horsepower at 6,400 rpm and 237 Nm of torque is available in the Compass line-up sold in extra EU markets (Russia, Africa and the Middle East) together with a low output, 150 horsepower version of the same engine, both paired to the nine-speed automatic gearbox and 4x4 configuration.

The Jeep brand is introducing an all-new 2.0-litre direct injection turbo petrol engine on the Cherokee range. Delivering 272 hp and 400 Nm, the new power plant completes the engine line-up in Europe.  The new petrol engine is mated to a nine-speed automatic transmission and, depending on the market, it is offered in combination with a choice of three four-wheel drive systems  - Jeep Active Drive I, Jeep Active Drive II and Jeep Active Drive Lock.
Like all vehicles in the Jeep family, Cherokee was born out of the core values of the brand - passion, authenticity, adventure and freedom. And since the very beginning Cherokee has also shown a character of its own and a unique spirit of innovation. 
With the introduction of the 1984 Cherokee model, the Jeep brand revolutionised the SUV market. Cherokee was the first vehicle of its type and size and created the compact SUV category. This model was a smaller, lighter and more fuel efficient vehicle but still offered the excellent on-road and off-road capabilities. A major new feature was its hybrid of frame and uni-body construction that gave the vehicle superior rigidity and helped to reduce weight and fuel consumption. There was also a new Quadra-Link front suspension to retain the durability of a solid front axle while improving handling and ride. 
Today, the fifth generation Jeep Cherokee represents the evolution of the most capable mid-sized SUV and a unique vehicle that’s just as at home with the demands of modern city living as it is with adventures off the beaten track. It is the right choice for a customer who lives “urban adventures”, searching for a vehicle delivering both comfort and functionality, while ensuring benchmark off-road capability and a distinctive design.
Boasting distinguished looks that are true to the brand’s DNA, and user-friendly technology, it offers greater comfort, connectivity, safety, convenience and performance. 

The complete Jeep Cherokee range includes the Longitude, Limited and Overland trim levels and the new, unstoppable Trailhawk model. Two special edition models – the new Cherokee S and Cherokee Night Eagle – will be also launched in the course of the second quarter to offer customers even more personalization options. 
New 2.0-litre petrol direct injection turbocharged inline four-cylinder engine
The new 2.0-litre direct-injection in-line four-cylinder turbo engine delivers a power output of 272 hp @ 5,250 rpm and 400 Nm of torque @ 3,000 – 4,500 rpm and is mated to a high-efficient nine-speed automatic transmission. Fitted with Stop/Start (ESS) technology and offered on 4x4 models of the Cherokee line-up, the new petrol engine ensures fuel-efficiency and performance, while enhancing drivability and offering a practical and dependable choice for everyday adventures with premium on-road manners.

The new 2.0-litre petrol will be the only engine option available on Cherokee Trailhawk in combination with the Jeep Active Drive Lock 4x4 system. 
The all-new 2.0-litre Inline-4 features a twin-scroll, low-inertia turbocharger with an electronically actuated waste gate for exceptional responsiveness and performance, even while traversing over difficult terrain. The turbo is mounted directly to the cylinder head to reduce emissions and improve durability. A dedicated cooling circuit lowers the temperature of the intake air, throttle body and turbocharger.

The 2.0-liter turbocharged I-4 engine is part of the Global Medium Engine architecture family and features double overhead camshafts (DOHC), dual independent camshaft timing, and a cooled exhaust gas recirculation (C-EGR) system. This is the first time that the combined use of a twin-scroll turbocharger, C-EGR system, central direct injection and the independent liquid cooling intake of air, throttle body and turbo have been employed together. This combination of technologies enables the high levels of performance and reduces fuel consumption.

Direct injection, coupled with turbocharging, enables more efficient combustion, reduced emissions and increased performance. The 2.0-litre I-4 engine’s fuel pump supplies the engine’s 2,900-psi high-pressure common-rail injection system. These high pressures produce better fuel atomization and allow for more precise fuel delivery than port fuel-injected systems, which in turn improves both performance and efficiency.

The cast aluminum alloy cylinder head features a central injector and high tumble intake ports. This combination provides high charge motion and balanced air flow to improve fuel efficiency and performance. Integrated into the cylinder head is a water-cooled exhaust manifold to reduce emissions while providing increased engine reliability.

The engine features a low-pressure, sand cast-aluminum block with cast-in iron liner with an 84mm bore and 90mm stroke for a total displacement of 1,995cc. Cast-aluminum pistons, with a 10:1 compression ratio, have four valve pockets to accommodate the dual variable-valve timing [VVT] system. Each cylinder bore is fitted with gallery-mounted piston oil cooling jets to limit piston temperatures, reduce spark knock and increase piston durability.  Select-fit main and rod bearings enable reduced clearances to help lower system oil demand and oil pumping effort. In addition, floating piston pins utilise diamond-like coating (DLC) for reduced friction.

The Cherokee engine line-up features different options to satisfy customer needs and preferences. Available from launch is a 2.2-litre MultiJet II turbo diesel featuring Stop/Start (ESS) technology. This engine  offers incredible flexibility and all-round performance and is paired with a six-speed manual transmission or a nine- speed automatic transmission. When mated to the manual gearbox it delivers respectively 150 hp of power and 350 Nm of torque and is available in both the 4x2 and 4x4 configurations. When mated with the nine-speed automatic transmission it produces 195 hp, 450 Nm of torque and is available in the 4x4 configuration (with 4WD LOW  two-speed PTU available as an option) and - for the first time on Cherokee - also in the 4x2 configuration.

The 3.2-litre Pentastar V-6 and the 2.4-litre Tigershark I4 MultiAir2, are available exclusively in specific markets outside Europe. The 3.2-litre Pentastar V-6 delivers 272 hp, 324 Nm of torque and is offered only in the Middle East, Russia and Africa, while the 2.4-litre Tigershark I4 MultiAir 2 produces 177 hp and 230 Nm of torque and is offered on the African and Russian markets. 
Jeep Cherokee engines’ range can be paired with the upgraded nine-speed TorqueFlite automatic transmission. The upgraded nine-speed transmission uses new control software to further refine drivability, ensure aggressive launches, smooth power delivery at highway speeds and improve fuel efficiency. And for the first time ever on Cherokee, the model can feature a manual mode with paddle shifters behind the steering wheel for additional sportiness and driving comfort (this feature is standard on all automatic all-wheel drive versions).
New Jeep Cherokee Trailhawk 
Following its European debuts at the recent Geneva Motor Show, the Trailhawk version of the Jeep mid-size SUV Cherokee joins the Cherokee range and completes the trailblazing family of off-road-specialist versions delivering additional 4x4 prowess for customers who want the best in terms of off-road performance. 
Trailhawk models embody not only the no-compromise attitude that characterises each single vehicle carrying the unmistakable seven-slot grille, but also their legendary off-road capability, which represents a straight, unmistakable connection to the brand’s roots. They offer the best in terms of 4x4 prowess in each segment where the Jeep brand is present. The first Trailhawk model was introduced on the current generation Cherokee launched in 2014, which was followed by the Renegade, Grand Cherokee and Compass. The Trailhawk family proudly sports the famous “Trail Rated” badge which is awarded only after passing a number of gruelling tests on some of the toughest terrain in the world. 

Featuring an aggressive look and stance, Cherokee Trailhawk immediately exemplifies ‘trail readiness’ as the most capable mid-size SUV in its category. It is loaded with Jeep off-road hardware, 17-inch off-road tyres, aggressive approach and departure angles, unique front and rear fascia and skid plates, in addition to a 2-centimetre factory lift. Its unmatched 4x4 capability is enhanced with Trailhawk-exclusive Jeep Active Drive Lock system and its locking rear differential that maximises traction in low range gears to overcome obstacles and tackle extreme terrains. This system also includes Selec-Speed Control – a feature that enables a driver-selectable target speed, ranging from 1 km/h to 9 km/h, ideal for climbing rocks, descending/crawling extreme grades, or navigating streams.
It is offered in combination with the Jeep Selec-Terrain traction control system, with five modes (Auto, Snow, Sport, Sand/Mud and Rock, which is exclusive to the Trailhawk trim). Powered by the new 2.0-litre turbo petrol engine delivering 272 hp and 400 Nm paired with a nine-speed automatic transmission, the Trailhawk is equipped with the latest generation UconnectTM 8.4-inch navigation system with Apple CarPlay and Android AutoTM and a configurable 7-inch TFT high-definition, full-colour capacitive touchscreen.
UconnectTM 8.4-inch NAV systems include enhanced processing power, faster start-up times and touchscreens that display high-resolution graphics. The system allows the driver to control many onboard features, including climate and audio, directly through the UconnectTM display.
Functions of the new UconnectTM system also include hands-free calling, navigation and text-to-talk features for a safe, comfortable and connected everyday driving experience. Built-in radio options are also available to allow drivers and passengers to stream Internet radio through Bluetooth or plug-in compatible personal devices into USB or AUX ports.
UconnectTM navigation with turn-by-turn directions is standard on the UconnectTM 8.4-inch NAV and features a one-step voice entry system so Jeep customers can easily say the address and navigate on the go. UconnectTM 8.4-inch NAV on the new Jeep Cherokee also offers UconnectTM LIVE services that allow customers to view and monitor a host of applications on the UconnectTM display simply by connecting their smartphone to the vehicle. The UconnectTM LIVE app can be downloaded from the App Store or from Google Play and installed on the smartphone.
Standard on the 8.4-inch NAV UconnectTM is the Connected Navigation (TomTom Live).  Other Live services include infotainment: internet music and radio, news and information and navigation with live traffic information.
With UconnectTM LIVE and by using the touchscreen, users can connect to Tune-In Internet radio with more than 100,000 stations from all around the world, the Deezer music platform with more than 35 million tracks or the Reuters world news service.
In terms of safety, the complete inventory on Cherokee Trailhawk comprises Active Speed Limiter, Forward Collision Warning-Plus with pedestrian Emergency Braking, include Adaptive Cruise Control-Plus with Stop & Go, Advanced Brake Assist, Lane Departure Warning-Plus, Blind Spot Monitoring with Rear Cross-Path Detection, full LED Projector headlamps, Keyless Enter-N-Go™, ParkSense Parallel & Perpendicular Park Assist, Electronic Stability Control (ESC), Electronic Roll Mitigation and eight airbags.

This no-compromise approach continues to receive customer appreciation – in the first quarter of this year, Wrangler sales grew by 105% versus the same period in 2018. A positive trend that confirms the record year achieved in Europe last year, where the new Wrangler increased sales by 86% versus the year 2017.

The new-generation Wrangler is the most capable off-road Wrangler ever, thanks to its two advanced and easy-to-use four-wheel drive systems (Command-Trac and Rock-Trac), Tru-Lock electric front- and rear-axle lockers, 32-inch mud-terrain BF Goodrich tires, top class approach, departure and breakover angles, dedicated skid plates and rock rails for extreme off-roading and electronic front sway-bar disconnect. Plus, it is also the most capable and refined Wrangler ever on-road courtesy of an all-new engine range that comprises a new 2.0-litre petrol and a 2.2-litre turbo diesel engine. Both are paired with the new eight-speed automatic transmission, a first for Wrangler, which enhances the driving experience and provides smooth operation on-road and off-the beaten path. FCA US-manufactured TorqueFlite eight-speed automatic transmission enables the vehicle to optimise engine output while on the trails or enjoying smooth, efficient power delivery at highway speeds. The eight-speed automatic offers a responsive driving experience: whether in every day’s commuting or in extreme rock crawling, customers will enjoy a smooth, linear power delivery and fuel efficiency.

The latest Wrangler generation is based on a body-on frame construction. To improve both off-road ability and on-road driving dynamic as well as to increase passenger safety, the new Wrangler uses a high-performance rigid-axle chassis with a superbly engineered five-link suspension system. The use of lightweight, high-strength aluminum closures  - including doors, door hinges, fender flares, windshield frame and magnesium swing gate -all contribute  to reduce the overall vehicle weight, improving its fuel efficiency.

The Wrangler engine range features the 2.0-litre turbocharged inline four-cylinder petrol engine and the 2.2-litre MultiJet II turbo diesel. Both have joined the 3.6-litre V-6 Pentastar engine upgraded for the new Wrangler and already available in its engine offer in markets outside Europe, including the Middle East. A new for Wrangler, eight-speed automatic gearbox is available in combination with all engine options.

Available on the entire lineup, the new 2.0-litre petrol engine provides smooth operation and is extremely comfortable for urban use. This direct-injection in-line four-cylinder turbo engine delivers 270 hp of horsepower @ 5,250 rpm and 400 Nm of torque @ 3,000 rpm and is fitted with engine Stop-Start (ESS) technology. It is part of the Global Medium Engine architecture family and features Double Over Head Camshafts (DOHC), dual independent camshaft timing and a cooled exhaust gas recirculation (C-EGR) system. This is the first time that the combined use of a Twin Scroll turbocharger, C-EGR system, central direct injection and the independent liquid cooling intake of air, throttle body and turbo have been employed together. This combination of technologies affords superior levels of performance while at the same time reducing fuel consumption. 

Featuring second-generation MultiJet technology and fuel-saving Stop-Start (ESS) technology, the efficient 2.2-litre diesel engine has four valves per cylinder, a belt-driven Double Over Head Camshafts (DOHC), 2,000-bar Common Rail injection system, solenoid injectors and a variable geometry turbocharger (VGT). Mated to the eight-speed automatic transmission, this turbo diesel engine delivers 200 horsepower at 3,500 rpm and a torque of 450 Nm at 2,000 rpm. 

The new  Jeep Wrangler is offered in three different trim levels: Sport, Sahara and Rubicon – all available in two- or four-door configuration, and in the Overland pack, exclusively on the Sahara version, ensuring a more up-scale appearance.

It is available in four distinct trim levels – Sport, Longitude, Limited and Trailhawk – as well as the new ‘S’ and Night Eagle special-edition models –  8 different powertrain combinations, paired with front-wheel or all-wheel drive. This badge identifies the accessories specially developed by Mopar to ensure maximum protection and best off-road performance, such as transmission skid plates, rock rails, rear splash guards and unique pedal kit. 
The customisation is further enhanced by side mouldings, 19-inch alloy wheels, rear scuff plate, front dam and interior bezels

Jeep Grand Cherokee is sold in more than 100 countries worldwide and its range includes the Laredo, Limited, Trailhawk, Overland, Summit, SRT trims as well as the powerful Trackhawk – the fastest Jeep model ever and most powerful mass-produced SUV in the world. 
The Grand Cherokee range is powered by the efficient 3.0-litre turbo, direct-injection V-6 Common-rail diesel engine fitted with Multijet II technology with 190 or 250 hp and by four petrol engine options: the 3.6-litre Pentastar V-6 with 286 hp, the legendary 5.7-litre V-8 with 352 hp (both these two petrol engines are available only in markets ouside Europe),  the powerful 6.4-litre HEMI® V-8 engine with 468 hp of the high-performance SRT trim and the supercharged 6.2-litre HEMI® V-8 engine, delivering  710 hp, exclusive to the Trackhawk model. All engine offerings are mated to the eight-speed automatic transmission. 
Legendary Jeep 4x4 capability is granted by state-of-the-art 4x4 systems: Quadra-Trac II and Quadra-Drive II with rear Electronic Limited-slip Differential (ELSD) and the exclusive to the SRT and Trackhawk models  Quadra-Trac active on-demand four-wheel-drive system, which also includes a rear Electronic Limited Slip Differential (ELSD) and a single-speed active transfer case.
Standard on the Grand Cherokee range is the Selec-Terrain traction management system with five different driving programs  - Auto, Sand, Mud, Snow and Rock - that allows the driver to choose the most suitable driving mode to safely tackle any terrain and ambient condition. On the SRT and Trackhawk models this traction management system has been specifically retuned as Selec-Track.  It features five vehicle setting - Auto, Sport, Track, Snow and Tow – to allow the driver to achieve the best driving experience on any surface.
[bookmark: _GoBack]The standard-onTrailhawk, Overland and Summit models is the Quadra-Lift air suspension system which allows the ride height of the Grand Cherokee to change up to a maximum ground clearance of 28 cm. Thanks to these systems, Grand Cherokee delivers leading tractive capability and the safety of the four-wheel drive to tackle poor grip on-road and off-road surfaces.
