‘Jeep® Cherokee Territory European Tour’: the off-road adventure comes to town

· The first appointment will be from today, June 13th till June 15th at the Serravalle McArthurGlen Designer Outlet in Italy. The tour will go on to the following locations: Port des Champs-Elysées in Paris, Queen Elizabeth II Olympic Park in London and Fischmarkt St. Pauli in Hamburg
Jeep® is inviting the public to the ‘Jeep Cherokee Territory European Tour’ to test the outstanding 4x4 capabilities of the new generation of its mid-size SUV in four off-road driving events that will be held in four European cities from mid June to the end of July. In the selected cities in Italy, France, the UK and Germany, special off-road tracks will be staged in high-visibility locations to offer visitors spending their weekend in town the opportunity to experience the unique performances of the new Jeep Cherokee and the thrill of an authentic ‘Jamboree-style’ off-road adventure. 

Jamborees in the United States are weekends dedicated to 4x4 driving in which customers and off-road enthusiasts tackle extreme off-road adventures in their Jeeps. Since the 1950s, when the first Jamboree was organised on the legendary Rubicon Trail in the Sierra Nevada mountains, these events have been an important part of the brand's heritage and an opportunity to test the extraordinary off-road capabilities of Jeep models.

On the heels of the activities for the launch of the new Jeep Cherokee in Europe, the brand has turned to the Jamboree tradition for inspiration and decided to extend the chance to experience an authentic off-road adventure - and discover the unique features that allow the new Jeep mid-size SUV the ability to tackle and overcome any terrain or obstacle - in towns to European customers. 750 test drives will be organised in the four cities of the tour to challenge visitors on a special course packed with snares and tricky crossings.

The first appointment with the Jeep Cherokee Territory European Tour will start today and will continue throughout the weekend until June 15th at the Serravalle Scrivia McArthurGlen Designer Outlet, Alessandria, Italy, where the Jeep Territory, the trial for drivers who love a challenge and want to test their skills, will be set up on a surface of approximately 2,000 square metres. 

Located in the area outside the shopping centre, the course is designed to allow drivers and their families to take on apparently impossible obstacles, of the type commonly found in extreme off-road driving, in the new Jeep Cherokee. More in detail, this will be the opportunity to get to know the Jeep Cherokee Trailhawk, the ‘off-road’ specialist of the Cherokee range, fitted with a 3.2-litre petrol engine delivering 272 horsepower and paired to the new nine-speed automatic transmission. The exterior of the Trailhawk model reveals the outstanding off-road capabilities that are specific to this trim level, featuring special bumpers and tyres and increased ground clearance. Distinctive of the Trailhawk model is also the Jeep® Active Drive Lock traction system with two-speed PTU, torque management, low range gears, Selec-Speed Control and a locking rear differential for superior low-speed power in severe off-road conditions.
After the first appointment at the Serravalle Designer Outlet, the tour will be involving the cities of Paris, London and Hamburg with the following calendar: July 4-6, Port des Champs-Elysées, Paris; July 11-13, Queen Elizabeth II Olympic Park, London and July 18-20, Fischmarkt St. Pauli, Hamburg.

Introduced throughout Italy and the major European markets starting last April, the new Jeep Cherokee has evolved into a completely new vehicle delivering to customers a fresh interpretation of the "Go anywhere, do anything" attitude that distinguishes every model belonging to the legendary American brand.
Today, the new generation of the Jeep mid-size SUV features a new sleek and athletic design, enhanced on-road driving dynamics and handling, legendary 4×4 capabilities, refined interior craftsmanship, innovative technology, new levels of efficiency, entertainment and comfort and 'five-star' safety and security features that allowed the vehicle to earn the designation of 'safest SUV' in its category from Euro NCAP. The new Jeep Cherokee is available in both two-wheel drive and four-wheel drive configurations and offers a choice of three innovative four-wheel drive systems - Jeep® Active Drive I, Jeep® Active Drive II and Jeep® Active Drive Lock - that ensure benchmark 4×4 capabilities in all driving conditions. This vehicle is also the first mid-size SUV to feature rear axle disconnect, resulting in reduced friction and energy loss when 4x4 capability is not needed and ensuring improved fuel efficiency. 

The new Jeep Cherokee lineup is marketed in Europe in the Longitude, Limited and Trailhawk trim levels, equipped with the new 2.0-litre MultiJet II turbo diesel and the 3.2-litre Pentastar petrol engine. The efficient 2.0-litre turbo diesel delivers 170 horsepower and is coupled with the new nine-speed automatic transmission - a feature that the new generation Cherokee proudly introduces into its category. A 140 horsepower version of the 2.0-litre engine is also fitted on the new Jeep Cherokee in combination with a six-speed manual gearbox. Both versions of the 2.0 turbo diesel incorporate standard 'Stop/Start' technology that improves fuel efficiency and reduces CO2 emissions. The 3.2-litre V6 Pentastar petrol engine delivering 272 horsepower completes the engine range and is offered only in combination with the new nine-speed automatic transmission.
