The auction takes the brand's partnership with the legendary band, which brought them together from 26 May to 2 July on the "14 On Fire" European tour, to a new level. The tour was also an ideal occasion to unveil the new Renegade. The vehicle sold at auction was the one signed on 22 June in Rome, the only Italian date of the tour, against the spectacular backdrop of Circo Massimo. Special guest for the evening was the new Jeep Renegade, unveiled for the first time in Italy in the ancient Roman stadium following its international debut at the 2014 Geneva Motor Show. 

There could have been no finer location than Rome for the premiere: Renegade is, in fact, the first ever model in the brand's history to be built in Italy and the first Fiat Chrysler Automobiles vehicle to emerge from the collaboration between Italian and US designers.
