Jeep brand posts a record quarter and month

· March was the 17th consecutive month Year-on-Year growth for Jeep in the EMEA region.
· Jeep grew of 98% in Q1 2015 versus the same period last year.
· The new Jeep Renegade was the leading vehicle to contribute to the brand success, followed by the Cherokee.

The Jeep brand momentum continued in March, marking not only its 17th consecutive month of year-on-year sales growth in EMEA, but also the highest sales month ever recorded with over 12,270 registrations out of which 2,990 in Italy, 2,190 in the UK, 1,357 in Germany and 1,267 in Middle East. March 2015 exceeds the previous all-time record obtained in December 2014 with 10,440 units in EMEA.

In Q1 2015, the Jeep brand grew by 88% in the EMEA area, compared with the same period last year. For the month of March, the increase was 124% versus previous year, with France up 434%, the UK up 397%, Spain up 260% and Italy up 249%, as best performing countries. This success was achieved not only thanks to the newest vehicle in the Jeep line up, the all new Jeep Renegade, but also thanks to the performance of Wrangler up 30,3% and the continued success of the Jeep Cherokee. 

During Q1 2015, on a global level, some of the European countries were among the top sellers for the Chrysler, Jeep, RAM and Dodge brands, with Italy being number 3, Germany number 5 and France number 8. Considering  that the three countries sell Jeep brand vehicles only, this makes the achievement of these European countries even more significant. 

The new Renegade, now consistently among the top sellers in its segment, is leading the success of the Jeep brand in the EMEA region. From its launch, which dates back to September 2014, a total of 21,600 Renegade have been sold, with March alone totalling 5,523 registrations. In markets like Italy, Renegade was the second best-selling car in its segment (while being the third-best selling in Q1). Renegade is also currently being launched in the right-hand drive countries, like the UK, with 1,174 registrations in just over one month from launch and will soon be on sale in South Africa, as well as Middle East, historically key markets for the Jeep brand. 

Jeep Cherokee also performed well with the UK, Germany and the Italian market leading the way. In Q1, the compact SUV was number 3 its segment in Italy. 

Jeep Grand Cherokee, the “Most Awarded SUV ever”, also played a key role in Q1, and was the second best model in its segment in Poland, while it was the third best in Italy.
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
